Why are campaigners for BAME inclusive education being treated less favourably by
the Scottish Government than campaigners for LGBT inclusive education?

The Scottish Government set up a formal Working Group for LGBT Inclusive
Education but they are fobbing off BAME campaigners with informal conversation
groups, discussion groups and vague references to experiences and outcomes or
curriculum mapping. It is obvious from the Scottish Government’s initial statement
and the SPICe briefing that they regard BAME inclusion in Scottish education as less
important than LGBT inclusion. This should not be the case.
